If you discover that any of your information on record is incorrect, please inform the Student Affairs
Office at your Graduate School or the Education Planning Division.

Your rights regarding the protection of your personal information are guaranteed under the Act on
the Protection of Personal Information.

Notes

1. Public posting of student names and student ID numbers

When necessary to facilitate the smooth operation of educational activities at the University,
information such as student names or student ID numbers may be posted on bulletin boards as a means
to communicate with students.

We are committed to ensuring that the purpose and nature of any public postings are carefully
considered with the students’ best interests in mind.

2. Online registration of bank account for payment of tuition

Tuition fees are paid through automatic bank transfer, so students are required to have a Japanese bank
account. Students are to register the account via a website designated by the University.

Nagoya University has confirmed that the service providers take every necessary precaution in the
appropriate handling and management of personal information.

3. Personal Accident Insurance for Students Pursuing Education and Research and other
insurance plans

Personal Accident Insurance for Students Pursuing Education and Research (“Gakkensai”), Liability
Insurance coupled with “Gakkensai”, and Comprehensive Student Life Insurance coupled with
“Gakkensai” are joint insurance contracts concluded between Japan Educational Exchanges and
Services (“JEES”) and the following insurance companies, with Tokio Marine & Nichido Fire
Insurance. acting for and on behalf of the other insurance companies: Aioi Nissay Dowa Insurance,
Sompo Japan Insurance, Tokio Marine & Nichido Fire Insurance, and Mitsui Sumitomo Insurance.
Nagoya University has confirmed that JEES and the aforementioned insurance companies take every
necessary precaution in the appropriate handling and management of personal information.

4. Nagoya University Foundation

The Nagoya University Foundation is a funding organization established by Nagoya University. In
order to request support for the Nagoya University Foundation, we may provide the names and
addresses of students' parents and guardians to third-party service providers in order to send them
information about the Nagoya University Foundation.

Nagoya University has confirmed that our third-party service providers take every necessary
precaution in the appropriate handling and management of personal information.



5. Nagoya University Homecoming Day

Homecoming Day, which is held every year on the third Saturday of October, is an important event
that invites graduates, current students' parents and guardians, former faculty and staff, and members
of the local community to experience aspects of the University’s education and research activities and
to understand the University’s mission and guiding principles. In order to send relevant event
information from the University, we may provide the names and addresses of students' parents and
guardians to third-party service providers.

Nagoya University has confirmed that our third-party service providers take every necessary
precaution in the appropriate handling and management of personal information.

6. Nagoya University Alumni Association (NUAL)

NUAL is an organization established to work in partnership with the University to promote open
engagement in society via university-wide information sharing and networking. Its membership is
composed of graduates, students, faculty, and staff. To enable NUAL to share information about
various events, the University provides it with the following student information: name, date of birth,
Graduate School and department, academic year of enrollment, date of graduation, and address.
Nagoya University has confirmed that NUAL takes every necessary precaution in the appropriate
handling and management of personal information.

For The International Students

As explained above, personal information of Nagoya University students is treated properly.
However, please be also aware that your personal information may be divulged to a third party
particularly in the following situations:

7. Nagoya University International Student Support Association

The Nagoya University International Student Support Association is a foundation established with
donations from NU faculty and staff. Its purpose is to support international students by offering student
loans and other financial aid programs. In order to ensure smooth coordination, the University will
share necessary information to the Association including your full name, student ID number,
department of affiliation, postal address, mobile number, email address, and student status (such as
enrollment period, leave of absence, and temporary leave to return to your home country) as well as
any changes to this information. We at Nagoya University will make sure that the Nagoya University
International Student Support Association handles your personal information appropriately, strictly
within the scope of its operations, and in accordance with the University’s policies on management of
students’ personal information.

8. the Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology (MEXT) and the
Immigration Services Agency of Japan

According to the Clause 17 in the Article 19 of the Immigration Control and Refugee Recognition
Act, Nagoya University as a host institution, is required to report changes in your student status to
the MEXT and the Immigration Services Agency of Japan along with the information specified
below:

1.  When the University acts: Changes in student status, including enrollment, graduation,
withdrawal, expulsion, or cases where the student’s whereabouts are known.

2. Information to be reported: Name, nationality, gender, date of birth, address, residence card
number
